Countersink for Flush-Mounting Drive Units In Provided Speaker Baffles
Materials provided

· design package; including drawings

· 1 drive unit

· sample of cork gasket material (inside box with drive unit)

· 2 speaker baffles with centre of required cut out marked on back side (not centered horizontally or vertically – not a mistake; see design)
Requirements

· cut outs for the drive units
· route countersinks so that the frames of the drive units sit flush with the front of the speaker baffles; there will need to be enough depth to accommodate the thicknesses of both the frame and the cork gasket

· is it possible to straighten the baffles (warped due to age) – or should new wood be purchased?
